
REOPs permit may cover work at multiple locations if the same controls and requirements are 

covering activities at each location. 

Temporary Primary REOPs: As a secondary REOPs holder, DRI is dependent on the primary 

REOPs holder having approved permits in place to conduct work. IfDRI work to meet 

milestones is jeopardized by a primary REOPs not be developed and approved on time, DRI can 

request that it be issued a primary REOPs to perform its work. The DOE assistant manager of 

the organization that is overseeing or sponsoring the work must approve the request. 

Responsibility for Preparation of REOPs 

It is the responsibility of the lead principal investigator (PI) for a DRI Project to ensure that a 

REOP is submitted and approved by DOEINSO before activities commence in the field . A copy 

of the approved REOPs permit should accompany personnel conducting work in the field at all 

times. 

In the event that the PI feels that the primary REOPs holder is misinterpreting REOPs , or if 

there is any disagreement as to the Risk Management Criteria assigned to the project , the issue 

should first be raised to the NNSAINSO Program or Project Manager. If the issues still cannot 

be satisfactory resolved , the issued should be raised to the DRI Manager for the DOE Contract. 

Retention of REOPs 

The REOPs is an integral part of the authorization basis for a project. In addition to the 

approved copies that DRI project personnel should hold , a copy of all REOPs and changes 

should be added to the safety and health files for each project maintained at the Southern 

Nevada Science Center (SNSC). Although some NNSAINSO projects may be largely managed 

out of the DRI Northern Nevada Science Center (NNSC), REOP records will be retained in the 

SNSC to facilitate communication with NNSAINSO personnel, and with Primary REOP holder 

contractor personnel.
